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Q. Would you recognise Jesus if you met Him on the street?

In 2nd Peter, Peter says “Grace and peace be multiplied unto you through the knowledge 
of God, and of Jesus (the true knowledge of Christ’s nature–Thayers lexicon) our lord,” a 
statement that is consistently reflected throughout the New testament. Understanding all 
the qualities of Jesus was seen not only as “knowing Him” but also how you appropriate 
His gifts to us. Throughout history when the church has fallen into extremism it is often 
because they focussed

On one quality of Jesus, excluding the others, e.g. focussing on Him being the “truth” 
without understanding he is also grace personified or focussing on righteousness 
without mercy.

The purpose of this study is to explore the many qualities of Jesus, (around 200 listed in 
scripture) thereby getting to know Him more and expanding our understanding of how He 
works in our lives and deepening our relationship with Him.

“On judgment day many will say to me (Jesus), ‘Lord! Lord We prophesied in your name 
and cast out demons in your name and performed many miracles in your name.’ But I will 
reply, ‘I never knew you.”

Matthew 7:22-23a

Jesus is refereed to by many names in the bible and there are many reasons for this. Our 
bible tells us when the angel appeared to Mary, he commanded her to name the child she 
would bear ‘Jesus’ (Matt 1:21). The other familiar name for Jesus is ‘Christ’, which is the 
Greek word saviour, and in Hebrew the word is ‘Messiah’, meaning deliverer. At times you 
may also hear Christians referring to Him in prayer as ‘Jesus Christ our Lord’. This may 
seem a mouthful, but basically they are saying it because Lord means ‘the boss’, Jesus 
means ‘Almighty God saves’ through the deliverer, the boss’. Now that would be an even 
bigger mouthful!

But the angel Gabriel also gave Mary another name for Jesus. He told her ‘they’ will call 
Him ‘Emmanuel’, which means ‘God among us’. In saying this, the angel was foretelling 
that the people of Jesus’ day — the ‘they’ — would comment that God was among them 
because of all the miracles Jesus would perform. (Matt 1:23)

John bore witness of Him and cried out, 
saying, “This was He of whom I said, ‘He who comes after me tis preferred before me, for 
He was before me.’ ” And of His fullness we have all received, and grace for grace. For the 
law was given through Moses, but grace and truth came through Jesus Christ.”
